Les Barnes Activity Hike Saturday 21st March 2015

Rules and General Information
1. The competition is open to all Scouts and Explorer Scouts in the Swindon North & Ridgeway Districts and Guides & Ranger Guides in the Swindon area.
2. Each Scout or Guide Patrol must consist of a PL or an APL (acting as a PL) and at least four members preferably from the same patrol (maximum of six persons per team). There should not be more than one PL per team. Explorer & Ranger teams must consist of at least four members (maximum of six persons per team).
3. No team shall be accompanied by an adult unless prior agreement is reached with the organisers.
4. The entry fee for the 2015 event is £15.00 per patrol/team & should be sent with the entry form. Cheques are to be made payable to the 1st Swindon Sea Scout Group.
5. The competition will involve hiking and other scouting/guiding skills and therefore each team must carry the following equipment:

Per Team

1:25000 Explorer OS map (No TBA) (The use of A3 extracts are permitted by prior arrangement), Compass, First Aid Kit, Survival Bag, Mobile phone (only to be used in an emergency), White & Red lights for road use - please note that pencil lights are not permitted for this use.
Per Person

Whistle, Emergency Rations
(1000 cal and 500ml water per person), Notepad & Pencil, Torch + spare bulb & battery - please note that pencil lights are not permitted for this use.
6. Team members should be suitably equipped for open country i.e. hiking boots or sturdy waterproof shoes, appropriate waterproof outer clothing, headwear and reflective high visibility vest.

7. Whilst it is the responsibility of their parent and adult leader to ensure that they are properly equipped, ALL teams will have their footwear and clothing inspected on arrival at the assembly point. The organisers reserve the right to withdraw any individual or team that in their opinion are not properly equipped to take part in the activity.

8. Each patrol will be allocated a start time and will have a time limit (to be set) to complete the exercise. The organisers reserve the right to retire teams who fail to complete the exercise in the time allowed.

9. Patrols should report to the assembly point no later than 20 minutes prior to their start time. Further details on the exercise will be given to the patrol after they have passed inspection.

10. Patrols must present a signed permission slip (copy enclose) for each participant. The permission slips should be hand over by the adult leader or an appropriate adult who must confirm that the slips are correct. 
11. Transport to the assembly point and from the finishing point is the responsibility of the patrols.  As a guide allow at least 5 hours after start time for collection.

12. Mobile phones are not to be used during the competition except in an emergency situation. In the event of an emergency or team withdrawal the Organisers must be contacted in the first instance.

13. Hot drinks will be provided at the end of the exercise.

14. The Les Barnes Shield will presented to the winning Scout/Guide team, the Captain Pyro trophy will be awarded to the winning Explorer/Ranger team and the Keith Stone trophy presented to the team who the organisers feel have achieved the most from the event. The trophies may be retained by the winning teams for one year.  The members of the winning teams will also receive individual trophies and certificates. 
15.     CLOSING DATE FOR ENTRY FORMS AND FEES IS 22.00 HRS FRIDAY 13th MARCH 2015. THIS IS ESSENTIAL TO ENABLE THE START TIMES TO BE ISSUED TO GROUPS ON MONDAY 16th MARCH 2015.

· Whistle, Emergency Rations
(1000 call and 500ml water per person), Notepad & Pencil, Torch + spare bulb & battery (note that pencil lights are not permitted for this use), High Viz Vest.
· The Emergency rations (1000 cal and 500ml water) must be wrapped in such away that they can be readily identified (cling film, Sellotape, etc.) - these will require to be presented at the end of the event
· Team members should be suitably equipped for open country i.e. hiking boots or sturdy waterproof shoes (no trainers or wellingtons), appropriate waterproof outer clothing, headwear and reflective items of clothing.

· Whilst it is the responsibility of the parent to ensure that they are properly equipped, ALL teams will have their footwear and clothing inspected on arrival at the assembly point. The organisers reserve the right to withdraw any individual or team that in their opinion are not properly equipped to take part in the activity.

· Hot drinks will be provided at the end of the exercise.

· Please note that it is essential that each participant arrive at the correct time, as failure will lead to possible penalties points or exclusion from the event.
· Each team’s Scout/Guide leader will be informed of the event finish location and anticipated finish time by control when the teams are booked in. They should then inform the parents.
· Transport of participants to and from the event is the responsibility of parents.
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
